Colonel of the regiment made & beautifal one.

1 was all through the battle of Bal Rag as & vol-
unteer, attached o the 71st Reglment, armed with
arifla acd eabre-bayonet. Al my bro:ters wers
thero also—fiva of us. Vo started at2 o'clock on
Stadsy morning ; marched nine hours without rest-
172 three minates at & time, and heving in that
perlod traversed about 15 miles, went right into
action withont breakfast; fonght until 6 o'clock,
Sanday night; then retreated, marched all night
and did not reach onr camp ill ¢ o'clock Mondsy
morning—all withont anytking for food except

cracker, which I could not eat. We
marched over 50 miles.
